Bogdanova Praskovya, born 1912, lived in Yalta, on the Crimean Peninsula. When
the Germans invaded the Soviet Union, Bogdanova attempted to reach her relatives in
Ukraine with her infant daughter. As this move was proving difficult, she temporarily
settled in the village of Ishun in Crimea (today Dozorne). Prior to the winter of
1941/42, a man visited Bogdanova and introduced himself as Semyon Bogdanov. He
told Bogdanova that he had been curious to meet her because they shared a family
name. After the two got to know each other, the man admitted to Bogdanova that he
was a Jew who was using a borrowed name. His real name was Boris Rasovskiy and
his eight-year-old son, Semyon, and five-year-old daughter, Vera, were temporarily
hiding in a nearby village. The Germans had murdered his wife and two older
children in Simferopol, where the family had lived. Bogdanova and Rasovskiy then
decided that his children would move into her home. Rasovskiy joined them there a
short time later. When Bogdanova’s neighbors realized that Rasovskiy was a Jew,
despite the false papers, he was compelled to flee. For one year he wandered around

the towns and cities of Crimea, living under an assumed identity. In the meantime, his
children remained with Bogdanova, who worked hard to support them and managed
to create a warm and secure environment for them. After the liberation of the area in
April 1944, Rasovskiy returned to Bogdanova and his children. He took them all to
his family home in Simferopol and later that year he married Bogdanova. On
November 28, 1994, Yad Vashem recognized Praskovya Bogdanova as Righteous
Among the Nations.

Nadezhda Paustovskaya lived in Simferopol (Crimean Peninsula). A month after the
capture of the Crimea on November 1, 1941, at the height of the persecution of the
Jews, Ida Mugerman, an acquaintance of Nadezhda, asked her for help. She, her four-
year-old daughter Larisa, and her sister Raya and infant son Anatoly were looking for
a way to leave the city. Nadezhda gave Ida her ID card and advised her to go to the
state-owned farm (sovkhoz) Frunze (Saki District), about 40 km from Simferopol,
where workers were needed. Ida made “corrections” to the ID card, such as switching
a photograph, altering the date of birth, and changing the spelling of the surname to
Taustovskaya. Armed with this false document, she reached her destination. She took
along her daughter Larisa, while her sister and baby found shelter in a different
village. In the settlement, Ida and her daughter were invited to stay with Yekaterina
Bondar, a Russian woman in her thirties and the mother of a little girl. Ida told her
hostess that she was Jewish. Bondar provided the fugitives with food and vouched
them whenever her neighbors raised suspicions that they were Jews. But despite
Bondar’s efforts, Ida and her daughter were summoned for police interrogation and
then deported to a camp for Soviet civilians and prisoners of war in sovkhoz Krasnyy,
until their identity could be clarified. Bondar’s husband, Pyotr Gasenko, who had
been mobilized into the Red Army at the start of the war, was taken prisoner by the
Germans and, by coincidence, found himself in the same camp. When Yekaterina
Bondar learned in July 1942 that her husband was in the camp, she quickly ransomed
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him. To her surprise, she also found Ida and her daughter behind barbed wire and was
able to ransom them as well. Yekaterina, her husband and the Jews returned to the
Frunze sovkhoz. Thanks to the intervention of the headman, who declared that
anyone released from a camp wouldbe under his supervision, the informers left Ida
alone and no longer persecuted her. She worked in the fields like all the others, and
Bondar and Gasenko looked after her dark-haired daughter in their home. Later in
that summer of 1942, Gasenko, at Ida’s request, went to look for Ida’s sister Raya. He
returned with the infant Anatoly, whom he received from peasants in the village of
Kuznetsy who told him about that Raya had been murdered. Anatoly was looked after
devotedly by his aunt Ida, and by Bondar and Gasenko. Until the liberation of the
area on April 16, 1944, Ida and the children lived in perpetual fear that the settlement
authorities would change their attitude toward them. After the liberation, Gasenko
was again called up for service in the Red Army and was killed in battle in the fall of
1944. His widow, Bondar, remained friends with Ida and her children. lda adopted
Anatoly after the war. Larisa (later, Goryanskaya) immigrated to Israel. On March
27, 2000, Yad Vashem recognized Nadezhda Paustovskaya and Yekaterina Bondar as
Righteous Among the Nations. On October 31, 2002, Yad Vashem recognized Pyotr
Gasenko as Righteous Among the Nations.

During the Nazi occupation, he lived in the village of Viitivtsi in the Vinnytsia
region. Together with his wife Lukeriia and children Yefrosyniia, Nadiia and Vasyl,
he saved the Jewish family of Yadushliver. For almost 2.5 years, Etei Yadushliver
and her daughter Betia stayed at the Nazarenkos' place, hiding in the attic, cellar, and
barn. It lasted until the arrival of the Red Army in March 1944. The same year,
Moisei Nazarenko was conscripted to the front. On January 2, 1995, the Nazarenko
family was awarded the title of "Righteous Among the Nations."

Before the war, the Zavadskyi family lived in Mohyliv-Podilskyi, Vinnytsia region.
In 1937, Yevhen Zavadskyi was accused by the Soviet authorities of “Polish counter-
revolutionary activity and espionage”, was arrested and shot. During the Nazi
occupation, Konstantsiia and Olena Zavadskyi hid the Jewish family of Lirners in
their house. The Ukrainian family also provided shelter for Semen and Tsylia
Perelman and their children Sara and Oleksandr. In the fall of 1941, Semen died of
typhus. Tsylia and her youngest son Oleksandr moved to the ghetto. Sara hid at the
Zavadskyi’s place until the end of the occupation. In 1996, Konstantsiia and Olena
Zavadskyi were awarded the title of “Righteous Among the Nations”.

During the Nazi occupation, the
Marchuks saved the lives of many Jews, including members of this family. In 1996,
Yevtykhii and Hanna Marchuk were awarded the title "Righteous among the
Nations"

During the Nazi occupation, the young couple hid a
Jewish woman, Etel Openheim, her children and mother, who had escaped the
shootings in Babyn Yar, in a neighboring unfinished building. In 2000, Kostiantyn
and Olha Omelchenko were awarded the title of "Righteous Among the Nations".

Viktor and Olena hid neighboring Jewish boys Oleksandr and Heorhii Sklianskyi in
the basement of their house on Horkyi Street. To clear of suspicion, the Sklianskyi
brothers were baptized in the Cathedral of St. Alexander of Kyiv and wore Catholic
crosses. As a result of the denunciation, Yevheniia Bobovyk was called to the
commandant's office for questioning, however, managed to escape arrest. On October
31, 2002, Yad Vashem awarded Yevheniia Bobovyk and her children Viktor
Bobovyk and Olena Pustovalova (Bobovyk) the title of “Righteous Among the
Nations”. The family was also awarded the title of “Righteous of Babyn Yar”.

During the war, they joined the underground
movement in the village, later joined the partisan detachment. After the war, they got
married. In 1996, Illia and Varvara Malofii, as well as their daughter Halyna
Korpusenko were awarded the title of "Righteous Among the Nations".

Dudnik, Vera Korobko, Pyotr Goldobina, Yekaterina Zhuk (Goldobina), Anna Vera
Dudnik lived in the village of Tishkovka, Kirovograd District (today Tyshkivka,
Kirovohrad District). Her husband, the principal of a local school, had enlisted in the
army and Dudnik was left alone with her four children. Tishkovka had a mixed
population that included about 100 Jews, among them the Lubarski family. In August
1941, after the Germans had entered the village, the Jews there were persecuted,
humiliated, and ordered to work as slave laborers. On January 6, 1942, when the
village Jews were removed from their homes to the police station, 19-year-old
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Yevgeniya Lubarskaya (later Selina) managed to hide in the granary of her home.
Her younger brother, Leonid, who was not at home at the time, found refuge with his
school friend Stepan Stromylo*. After the relocation of the Jews had been completed,
Yevgeniya ran across to her neighbor, Dudnik, who, despite the danger to her life and
the lives of her children, welcomed Lubarskaya into the only room of the house and
hid her behind some coats that hung on the door. All through the day, the non-stop
sounds of shooting and the noise of screaming penetrated the walls of the home. That
day, 65 Jews from Tishkovka were murdered. Immediately after the slaughter, the
local police began a thorough search of the area for escaped Jews. Dudnik turned to
her relative Pyotr Korobko, who was a truck driver for the kolkhoz. Korobko, the
father of three young children, helped Lubarskaya flee the village and then for the
following three months she wandered throughout the villages of Ukraine in the hope
of crossing the front and joining the Red Army. In April 1942, Lubarskaya reached
the village of Shirokoye, Kharkov District (today Shyroke, Kharkiv District) and met
Anna Goldobina, a farmer, who invited her into her home. Lubarskaya was offered
shelter by Goldobina and her mother Yekaterina for almost a year, until March 1943,
when she joined agroup of partisans. Throughout her time with the Goldobinas, they
made every effort to conceal Lubarskaya’s presence and when someone did raise
suspicions, Yekaterina told people that Lubarskaya was a relative from Russia. On
March 8, 1998, Yad Vashem recognized Vera Dudnik, Pyotr Korobko, Yekaterina
Goldobina and her daughter, Anna Goldobina, as Righteous Among the Nations.

Ponomarenko (Tatarka) Yevdokiya resided in the village of Preobrazhennoye near
the town of Svatovo, Voroshilovgrad District (today, Lugansk). She worked at the
local collective farm (kolkhoz) and cared for her little daughter, Zoya, born in 1938.
In August 1942, the Germans occupied the area. Soon a woman with two children
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appeared in the village, looking for work and lodging. The woman presented herself
as Mariya Pinchuk, Ukrainian, although she had no papers confirming her identity.
She claimed that they had been burnt with all her other belongings during an air
bombardment. The village head, Trofim Kovalenko, received the newcomers nicely,
allowed them to occupy an abandoned hut and let Mariya earn her living by joining in
the farm work. Her children, 16-year-old Sofia and a seven-year-old Vladimir
mingled with the local kids and seemingly did not appear to differ from them. In
reality, the family was Jewish, natives of the town of Gulyaypole, situated in the
neighboring district of Zaporozhye. Mariya’s real name was Frieda Pinson. When
war came to the Ukraine, she and her children had fled eastward, reaching the town
of Alchevsk, (Voroshilovgrad District) that was to be occupied a year later than the
rest of Ukraine. In August 1942, they again fled because they had not concealed their
nationality while living there. Having now found work and lodging in
Preobrazhennoye, Frieda and her children felt relatively safe for a time being. During
work in the kolkhoz fields, Frieda made friends with Yevdokiya and confided in her.
Yevdokiya started helping her new friend with food and other necessities. She also
tried to argue other villagers out of their suspicions about the newcomers. Later that
year, Yevdokiya invited the Pinsons to her house where they could have more normal
living conditions. In fall 1942, a group of young villagers were forcefully enlisted for
work in Germany, among them Sofia Pinson. Thegroup arrived in Bremen where a
prewar acquaintance from Ukraine recognized and denounced Sofia. She
miraculously survived Auschwitz and was reunited with her family after the
liberation. Frieda and her son remained with Yevdokiya until the arrival of the Red
Army in September 1943. The neighbors often reproached Yevdokiya for helping
Jews, even though not knowing that for sure, but did not denounce her and her wards
to the authorities. After the war, Frieda and Yevdokiya parted ways never to meet
again. Only in 2007 was the bond between the two families reestablished through the
initiative of Vladimir Pinson. On October 28, 2007, Yad Vashem recognized
Yevdokiya Ponomarenko (Tatarka) as Righteous Among the Nations.

Ivan Kulishov, his wife, Konstantina, and their 18-year-old daughter, Nina, lived in
the city of Voroshilovsk, Voroshilovgrad District (today Alchevs’k, Luhans’k
District). The Germans conquered the city on July 13, 1942, and in January 1943, the
Kulishov family hid 19-year-old Rakhil VVaynshelboym and her 14-year-old brother
David in their home. The Vaynshelboym siblings had escaped from a labor camp for
Jews on the outskirts of Voroshilovsk after their parents, Moisey and Genendlya,
were murdered. They initially turned to a family friend for help but he was too
frightened to invite them into his home. They then approached Kulishov, who knew
their father as the senior physician in a hospital for treating tuberculosis. The
Vaynshelboyms hid in the Kulishovs’ small house for ten days, then discovered that
the battlefront was only 30 km east of there, along the Seversky Donets River, and
they decided to try and reach the Soviet side. One night, dressed in Ukrainian
peasants’ garb and accompanied by a local, the siblings crossed the frozen river and
managed to reach the Soviets. After the war, the survivors settled in Kishinev,
Moldova. In the 1990s Rakhil (by then Taksir) immigrated to Israel. On July 4, 1999,
Yad Vashem recognized Ivan and Konstantina Kulishov and their daughter, Nina
Anikeyeva, as Righteous Among the Nations.

Kliment Sheptytskyi (Szeptycki) was the younger brother of Metropolitan Andrey
Sheptytskyi (Szeptycki), who was head of the Greek Catholic (Uniate) Church in
western Ukraine. In August 1942, Kliment Sheptytskyi welcomed Kurt Lewin into
his home after Lewin’s father and mother had been murdered. His father had been a
prominent rabbi in Lwow (today L’viv). Sheptytskyi obtained a baptismal certificate
for Lewin as well as identity papers in the name of Roman Mytka. Sheptytskyi then
sent Lewin to a monastery in tyczakéw, on the outskirts of Lwow (Lychakiv,
presently a district in L’viv). Until the liberation of western Ukraine in summer 1944,
Lewin studied there and in other monasteries. Throughout this time, Sheptytskyi
maintained contact with him and ensured that his true identity remained a secret.
During the war, other Jews also found shelter in the monasteries affiliated with the
Greek Catholic Church. Among the Jewish men, women, and children helped by this
Church were Natan Lewin, Kurt’s younger brother; Rabbi Chameides’s sons; the
Podoszyn family; and Mrs. Abraham and her daughter. These and other Jews were
dispersed among the monasteries in western Ukraine by the priest Marko Stek, who
received orders from Sheptytskyi, who was also involved with moving Jews between
monasteries. After the war, in November 1945, Kurt Lewin helped Stek to flee
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westward, and he eventually settled in Canada. Lewin went to study in Israel and
later moved to the United States. The two remained friends for many years. On

February 14, 1995, Yad Vashem recognized Kliment Sheptytskyi (Szeptycki) and
Marko Stek as Righteous Among the Nations.

Roman and Hanna Makar lived in Boryslav, Lviv region. They brought up their
daughter Volodymyra and son Orest. They set up a hiding place in the basement of
their own house, where 13 Jews were hidden during the Nazi occupation. Among the
rescued there were the Lviv doctors: Ryta Brauner, Khana Briunenhraber, Elkan,
Rehina and Raul Kharmeliny. After the war, everyone emigrated to Australia, but
kept in touch with rescuers. In 2015, Hanna and Roman Makar were awarded the title
of “Righteous Among the Nations”.

Nina and Nadiia were the daughters of Ivan and Vira Hnatiuk. The family lived in
Domanivka town. In June 1941, Ivan went to the front. The village was occupied by
the Nazis on September 5, 1941. The ghetto for Jews displaced from Bessarabia,
Bukovina and Odesa was created there. Nadiia and Nina repeatedly saw the Nazis
drove another column of Jews through the village. The sisters and their mother hid a
Jewish boy, Fima Zelenyi, and later his family, Betia Shtarkman from Odesa, and her
children Semen, Olena, Emil and Klara in their house. Food was secretly handed to
Domanivka camp for Liza Borukh and her family. In 1999, Yad Vashem awarded
Vira Hnatiuk and her daughters Nadiia and Nina the title of “Righteous Among the
Nations”

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Sergey Avdeyenko lived in Odessa with his wife Tatyana and their sons, Valentin
and Igor. Sergey worked as a building engineer and through his work he had become
acquainted with Minna Yarmolinskaya. When the Germans and Romanians
conquered Odessa on October 16, 1941, Sergey handed Yarmolinskaya the identity
papers of his deceased friend and offered her shelter in his apartment should it ever
become necessary. Sergey also concerned himself at this time with finding a hiding
place for Yarmolinskaya’s husband’s family, and, thanks to him, the Yarmolinskiy
family was able to remain in Odessa. In August 1942, after being betrayed to the
authorities, the Yarmolinskiy family was deported to the Domanevka labor camp.
Sergey’s sons frequently managed to smuggle food for the Yarmolinskiys into the
camp. In the meantime, Sergey assisted his neighbors, Tsilya Ashkenazi and her
daughter Anastasiya, by renting a room for them in an area where no one knew them.
Sergey also provided them with the birth certificates of his sisters, both of whom had
died before the war. The Jewish identity of Ashkenazi and her daughter was soon
discovered though, and they were arrested. For the three months that they were in
prison, and then afterward when they were in the Slivino forced-labor camp, Sergey,
his wife, and his sons supplied them with food and warm clothes. Later, for a few
weeks until the liberation of Odessa on April 10, 1944, the Avdeyenkos hid the
Ashkenazis in their home after the local rule changed from Romanian to German
hands — a development that severely endangered the lives of any Jews still remaining
in the area. Sergey’s health was severely damaged due to his brutal treatment at the
hands of the Romanians and he died in 1945, at the age of 51. Valentin later moved to
Israel. Minna Yarmolinskaya immigrated to the United States. On March 24, 1996,
Yad Vashem recognized Sergey andTatyana Avdeyenko and their sons, Valentin and
Igor Avdeyenko, as Righteous Among the Nation

Aleksandra Avetisyan (Lukyanovich) lived in Odessa with her 17-year-old daughter
Inna, and worked as a bookkeeper. Her friend and neighbor was Ida Shvakhman, a
young widow whose husband was deported to Siberia in 1937, by the Stalinist
regime. After his deportation, Ida and her baby daughter Novella Bortusenko moved
to live with Ida’s parents, Riva and Isaak, and thus came to know the Lukyanoviches.
In November 1941, about one month after the Germans and Romanians conquered
Odessa the Jews there were ordered to move to Slobodka (Slobidka), where a ghetto
was established. As the Shvakhmans vacated their apartment and started walking in
towards the ghetto, Inna Lukyanovich noticed them go by and called for her mother.
Aleksandra hurried toward Ida Shvakhman and offered to care for little Novella until
the Shvakhmans settled in the ghetto. Ida agreed. Soon it became known that the
Jews that were taken to the ghetto were being murdered or deported to an unknown
destination. The police searched for Jews hiding in the city, and in order to protect
their little ward, the Lukyanoviches converted her to Christianity. Nevertheless, after
being betrayed by neighbors, Aleksandra was detained and interrogated — but
Novella’s baptismal papers saved her and the child stayed in her home until the
liberation of Odessa, in April 1944. Since Novella’s mother and maternal
grandparents perished, the rescuers continued to care for the child until 1948, when
her father, Aleksandr Bortusenko, was released from the work camp in Siberia.
Novella (later Svezhentseva) remained very close to the Lukyanoviches all her life.
On June 7, 1998, Yad Vashem recognized Aleksandra Lukyanovich as Righteous
Among the Nations. On July 19, 2004, Yad Vashem recognized Inna Avetisyan as
Righteous Among the Nations.

Anna Kirichenko lived with her two daughters in Kremenchug (today Kremenchuk)
in the district of Poltava, which the Germans conquered on September 8, 1941. At the
end of that month, a POW camp for Soviet soldiers was established there, known as
“Stalag 346.” The able-bodied prisoners were forced into slave labor in the city and
beyond. Among the prisoners was Peotr Koganzon, a Jew whose identity was not
discovered in captivity. In his workplace he met Anna Kirichenko who, out of pity,
began to bring him food, medication, and clothing for the cold weather. In April
1942, Kirichenko helped Koganzon escape the camp and she hid him in her home.
After some time, she helped him contact an underground group that was active in the
city. The group members provided Koganzon with Ukrainian identity papers, which
enabled him to live openly and take part in underground activities. However, despite
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the assumed identity, he still did not feel safe so in summer 1942 he left Kremenchug
and headed east with the aim of crossing the front and re-joining the Red Army.
Koganzon was accompanied on his way by Grunya Shtabnitskaya, a Jewish woman
married to a Ukrainian, who had been hiding until then with her mother-in-law in
Kremenchug. The two of them journeyed over 100 km by foot until they reached the
city of Poltava, which was near the front. There, following the advice of an
underground member, they turned to Valentina Zakharchenko, who accepted them
into her home as tenants, although Valentina and her husband, Nikolay, knew that the
two were Jewish and were aware of the danger of sheltering Jews. After staying in
Poltava for a few weeks, Koganzon realized that he would not be able to cross the
front and so, with no other options, he and Shtabnitskaya returned to Kremenchug,
where they lived under false identities until the liberation, on September 29, 1943.
After the war, Koganzon maintained his friendship withhis rescuers, even after
moving to the United States in the 1990s. The fate of Shtabnitskaya is unknown. On
November 21, 1993, Yad Vashem recognized Anna Kirichenko and Nikolay and
Valentina Zakharchenko, as Righteous Among the Nations.

Pavlo and Liubov Herasymchuk, together with their children Halyna, Klavdiia and Mykola, lived in
the village of Shubkiv in the Rivne region. During the Nazi occupation, they rescued a Jewish
family of Khomuts from Tuchyn: Isak, his wife Polina and eight-year-old daughter Laura. The
eldest daughter Khanele was Killed during the liquidation of the Tuchyn ghetto in 1942. The Jewish
family stayed with the Volynian peasants until the end of the occupation, hiding in a shelter under
the floor in the hayloft. In 1990, Pavlo and Liubov Herasymchuk were awarded the title of
«Righteous Among the Nations», and in 1999, their children got an honorary award as well.

When the German-Soviet
war started, her husband was sent to the front. The persecution of Jews began in the
city. A German soldier helped Ester and her newborn daughter to escape from the
Jewish gathering point. Her parents and sisters stayed in the crowd. The woman
asked the Kobysh family to shelter the child, while she ran away. She is considered to
have been Kkilled during the Holocaust. After the war, Panas and Uliana Kobysh
officially adopted the rescued Halyna. Halyna had been living with the Ukrainian
family until she got married. She emigrated to Germany with her husband In 1995,
the couple was awarded the title of "Righteous Among the Nations™

Sikorska, Katerina Gutor (Sikorska), Irina Katerina Sikorska, a widow, was raising
her daughters, Irina (later Gutor), Khristina, and Mariya, alone in the town of
Podhajce, in the district of Tarnopol (today Pidhaytsi, Ternopil’ District). On July 4,
1941, the Germans conquered the town. In September 1942, after the local Jews had
been incarcerated in the ghetto that was established in the area, Sikorska hid Michal
Klyar and two young Jewish brothers, Leon and Dolik Kressel, her former neighbors,
in her home. The Jews dug a bunker to hide in under the floor of the kitchen and they
stayed there for eight months. One day, in spring 1943, policemen arrived at the
Sikorskas’ home after being informed about the Jews hidden there. Sikorska was not
at home at the time, and, apart from the hidden Jews, only her daughters were
present. After an intensive search of the house, the police located the bunker and the
three Jews were arrested. The police brutally beat 13-year-old Irina and set up an
ambush for Sikorska. Later that night, Sikorska was apprehended at the door to her
home and sent to prison in Brzezany (Berezhany). She was later transferred to a
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prison in Tarnopol and in a public trial in August 1943 she was sentenced to death.
She was executed a few days later. In the meantime, her daughters fled their home
and spent the remainder of the war hiding with friends and relatives. No one knows
exactly how and when Klyar and the Kressel brothers perished. For many years after
the war, local Ukrainian antisemites labeled the Sikorska girls “Jews.” The surviving
members of Podhajce Jewry dispersed around the world but maintained contact with
them. On May 28, 1995, Yad Vashem recognized Katerina Sikorska and her
daughter, Irina Gutor (née Sikorska), as Righteous Among the Nations.

During the Nazi occupation of Kharkiv, Yevdokiia and Prokip Bohancha and their
son Mykola rescued Jewish sisters Zhanna and Frina Arshanskyi. The sisters lived in
the Bohancha’s house for a week. However, it was dangerous to keep hiding them.
Yevdokiia Bohancha managed to get forged documents and sent the sisters to
Kremenchuk, where they were taken to an orphanage. The Bohanchas died having no

On the eve of the German-Soviet war she together with her husband Hrihorii lived in
the village of Tryfonivka in the Mykolaiv region (now the Kherson region). The
couple had six children. At the beginning of the war, Hryhorii was mobilized to the
front and died in 1942 in the Kharkiv region. During the occupation, Mariia
Yermochenko hid the neighbors' children Lusia and Oleksandra Shnaiderman in her
house. In 2006 she was recognized as the Righteous Among the Nations

Stavenko Leontiy lived in Kherson with his wife, Antonina, and a teen-aged
daughter, Dekabrina. He was working at a petroleum reservoir until August 19, 1941,
when German troops entered the city. During the occupation he earned his living
from shoemaking and tannery, not wanting to work for the occupiers. Through his
connections with the Soviet underground, Leonid found out that in January 1942 an
attack was carried out at a local prison, which succeeded in freeing Soviet activists.
As a result of this raid, some Jewish children who had been incarcerated there with
their parents or other relatives also gained their freedom. Needing homes for the
children to stay in, the Stavenkos offered their aid. Within a short time, they
welcomed seven-year-old Vitali Ravkin into their home. He had been released from
the prison together with his little sister, Svetlana, who was taken in by Leontiy’s
acquaintances, Fedosey and Melanya Ploshchadnyi®*. The children’s father, Samuil
Ravkin, was fighting on the front lines, while their mother, Raisa, stayed in prison
and died later. The Stavenkos sheltered the boy and cared for him as if he was their
own. Since it was common knowledge that the Stavenkos did not have any sons,
Vitali was not allowed to leave the house. For many months his own playing partner
was Dekabrina. After the liberation on March 13, 1944, the Stavenkos got in touch
with Vitali’s father, and in the summer of 1944 he came to Kherson for a short
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vacation and visited his children who still lived with their rescuers. On April 25,
1945, a few days before the end of WWII, Samuil Ravkin fell in battle. Vitali
remained with the Stavenkos and later was officially adopted by them. In the 1990s,
he and his sister, Svetlana, immigrated to Israel. On December 5, 2002 Yad Vashem
recognized Leontiy and Antonina Stavenko as Righteous Among the Nations.

In the 1920s the Shulezhko family lived in the village of Lesky, Cherkasy
region. The father of the family, the priest of the Ukrainian Autocephalous Orthodox
Church Fedir Shulezhko, was repressed. It had an impact on the further life of the
whole family. When the Soviet-German war started, his wife Oleksandra Shulezhko
lived in the city of Cherkasy. During the Nazi occupation, she organized an
orphanage for homeless children. At first, there were a dozen children. In the autumn
of 1942 there were 102 orphans, 25 of them were Jews, whose parents were executed.
During the whole period of the occupation Oleksandra Shulezhko saved Jewish
children from Nazi’s persecution. In 1996 Oleksandra Shulezhko was awarded the
title of «Righteous Among the Nations».

During the Romanian occupation, Mariia Zelisko, the mother of six children,
sheltered the Jewish family of the Habers. During a search at the Zelisko's house,
Romanian soldiers found Jews and tried to shoot them. Mariia, holding her little son
Viktor in her arms, stood in front of the Romanians, protecting the Habers. The
Jewish family escaped execution but stayed in camps in Transnistria until the end of
the war. In 2001, Yad Vashem posthumously awarded Mariia Zelisko the honorary
title of "Righteous Among the Nations."

Anatolii lived in the village of Rybynsk, Chernihiv region. Hanna's husband Ivan was
drafted into the Red army in June 1941 and missed in action. Anatolii was executed
by the Nazis in 1943 in his native village during the punitive action against Soviet
partisans. Hanna and Feodosiia saved the Jewish family of Yakubovych. In 2000
mother and daughter were awarded the title of “Righteous Among the Nations”
